	Rules of final examination or credit

	The knowledge required for the final exam in Introduction to Internal Diseases includes lectures, seminars, tutorials, and recommended literature. All tests will be prepared based on these sources and will be adapted to the verify the learning outcome.

The final exam will have a form of test consisting of 40 questions with 5 possible answers to choose from (1 key and 4 distractors). Correct answer for each question is awarded with 1 point, there are no negative points for incorrect answers. Due to COVID-19 pandemic, the test will be held through an on-line platform. The duration of the test - 45 minutes. On the examination day each student will receive individual access code via e-mail, which will be followed by the results after completion of the exam. 


	Criteria of final practical examination or credit

	Due to external causes (COVID-19 pandemic) the practical exam was replaced by practical knowledge assessment. Students will be provided with a database of 60 questions regarding the practical knowledge acquired during the course. To pass the practical knowledge assessment each student must answer at least 3 questions drawn from the above-mentioned database. The examination is held on the last day of the course. Passing the practical knowledge assessment is mandatory prior to the final examination concluding the course. Students who will not answer the required number of questions and fail, can attempt to retake the assessment two times. The retakes cover identical knowledge as the first attempt. 


	Criteria for passing the final examination or obtaining credit for the course or module

	The condition for the student to pass the course is obtaining the minimum number of points in the final exam. If the minimum number of points in the final exam is not achieved, a retake is allowed covering the identical knowledge as the initial test. The retake is treated as the same method of verification of learning outcomes as the first attempt. The below uniform criteria shall apply to all final examinations, including retakes.

	Detailed OHS rules applicable during classes taught at the Faculty unit
